goals.
e Four cycles of review: MSCHE must see evidence that institutions are achieving what they say they are
(alignment to criteria).
o Two prior to accreditation
o Two after accreditation
e Discussion: How can we best help departments to achieve this?
o Report every year or every other year? We had used a 3 year cycle — Collect, Analyze, Implement
o 0Odd oreven years?
o We could extract from reports?
o Over summer 2019 work out who is responsible in each department for reporting. (Chair or point
person)
o Can we summarize what is expected of everyone and send it out over the summer — Chairs Listserve?
