People’s Day, which is a time to celebrate and honor the Native American tribes who once inhabited our 
community. Indigenous People’s Day is currently recognized in 12 states, including Washington D.C., and 
over one hundred cities nationwide.  
 
Native American culture and history are rooted within East Stroudsburg University, as well as the 
surrounding area. Not only are residence halls like Lenape, Minsi, and Shawnee names of Native tribes, 
East Stroudsburg University also has a campus office for the Delaware Tribe of Indians located on the 
fourth floor of Stroud Hall. In September 2018, ESU and the Delaware Tribe of Indians entered into a 
partnership hoping to provide education surrounding Native American culture, and eventually produce a 
scholarship for Native American students to be able to return to spaces their tribe formerly inhabited.
