GETTING READY FOR EXAMS
Following are the top ten ways to get ready for exams.


10. Get organized!  Proactive Planning Prevents Poor Performance so get an organizer and plan study time!

9. Attend class , especially the last class prior to the examination.  The Instructor may review or give suggestions about the test.    

8. Read both the notes and book.  The book is your property (and you certainly paid enough for it) so mark it up.  Use different color highlighters and write in the margins.  Your notes are also important.  They provide information that your professor believes is important.

7. Identify what to study.  Read your syllabus and ask the professor what is important for each content area or chapter.  What good is knowing information if it is the wrong information?

6. Identify the format of the test.  You should study differently for different types of examinations.  Multiple choice and essay are very different formats and you should take this into account when studying.  

5. Build the material.  Develop study sheets and/or flash cards.  

4. Understand your learning style.  There are several ways we learn material.  There are auditory, visual, tactile /kinesthetic styles of learning.  Understand your learning style and study to match your style.

3. Quiz yourself and then have others quiz you.  Review the material and then ask yourself questions.  Once you feel comfortable that you know the material, develop study group.  

2. Teach another person.  Remember, when one teaches, two learn.  This will allow you to gain mastery over the information.  

1. Learn and memorize.  To do well on a test, you must learn and memorize the material.
